and stairwells. 

The combination of flat and projecting 
square elements provides all sorts of 
opportunities for people to take short 
breaks. The modules improve acoustics, 
create little corners for chats or phone 
calls, offer spaces to leave drinks or 
smartphones, and take the strain off  
people’s feet.
